ABOUT TLC

The Teaching Learning Centre (TLC) of Shri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeetha

of the teachers. Thus, the programme will improve the professional capabilities and performances of
teachers for delivering effective and quality learning.

Objectives
