(NRC) for developing & conducting online Annual Refresher Programme In Teaching 
(ARPIT-2018, 2019 & 2020 courses) through SWAYAM in the discipline Sanskrit by 
Department of Higher Education of Ministry of Education, GOI. In addition to this, the centre 

has published two handbooks for teaching Sanskrit one at upper primary level and other at 
secondary level. The centre has successfully organized 43 programmes and 03 Faculty 
Induction Programmes (FIP) till now. All the programmes in phase-V are conducted under 

patronship of hon'ble Vice Chancellor.
